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 INTERNAL

· Uzbek President has given instructions on the correct use of investments in the agricultural sector, the development of projects with high efficiency and priority be given to the development of science and introduction of advanced technologies in developing projects.  
· The new additional terminal of the Samarkand airport, designed in the form of an "open book", will accept all types of aircraft without restrictions meeting all international requirements. The airport project costing US$62 million, is being implemented by the Turkish engineering and construction company Kiklop and the domestic Primetime Group, the contractor is Enter Engineering.

· The Center for Economic Research and Reforms (CERR) under the Administration of the President of Uzbekistan conducted another survey among entrepreneurs to assess the business climate in Uzbekistan. 1003 enterprises took part in the July survey. The indicator of the current state of business showed a moderate decline and amounted to 19 points, down 11 points compared to the previous month, which characterizes the moderately positive sentiment of entrepreneurs regarding the current state of their business.

Miscellaneous: 

· Uzbekistan is one of the five most agriculture-dependent countries in the world, where the sector accounts for 35 per cent of GDP and about 40 per cent of employment.

· From 2020 to 2030, Uzbekistan has planned to build 35 HPPs with a total capacity of 1537 MW and modernize 27 existing HPPs with an increase in capacity by 186 MW. Electricity generation will be increased by 2.2 times in 2030 as compared to 2019.

· The airports of Tashkent, Bukhara, Fergana and Urgench are planned to be transferred to management on a “package principle” (when unprofitable airports are transferred together with profitable ones).

· JV Cotton Road under agreement with CHT GmbH (Germany) and CHT Switzerland AG started production of protective medical overalls from cotton fabrics impregnated with a composition with microparticles of silver ions in combination with a special vesicular component.

· In 2020, Uzbekistan exported red beans for US$ 29.4 million, mung bean for US$9.4 million and peas for US$2.2 million from Surkhandarya region mainly to Pakistan and Afghanistan.

· International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD) will provide Uzbekistan a concessional loan of US$46.2 million and a grant of US$800,000 for a project in Fergana valley.
· Fitch Ratings affirmed JSC Qishloq Qurilish Bank’s (QQB) and JSC Khalq Bank of Uzbekistan’s Long-Term Issuer Default Ratings (IDRs) at ‘BB-’ The Outlooks are Stable.

· South Korean Company is ready to cooperate with Uzkimyosanoat JSC on processing industrial waste to obtain products that can be used in the production of cement raw materials, soil, lightweight aggregates, other building materials and road construction. 

· ADB has approved a US$100 million loan to strengthen Uzbekistan’s resilience to public health emergencies, including the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) pandemic.
