(i) No such specific SPS/TBT to Indian exports issues has come to the notice of the Mission warranting suggestions for reciprocity. Presently, India and Uzbekistan are conducting a Joint Feasibility Study to evaluate prospects of a Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA) and, in this regard, are studying comprehensive information including each other’s Sanitary and Phyto-Sanitary (SPS) measures and Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT), etc.

(ii)  In public procurement, priority will be given to domestic products. In the case when more than two representatives of Uzbekistan participate in the tender, only their products will participate in the tender. In addition, a 15% price preference will be provided to domestic goods.
(iii) In order to fulfil the presidential decree ‘on measures to support local producers’, the Government of Uzbekistan has proposed to temporarily ban on admitting over 300 foreign goods in public procurement. These goods are food products, furniture, building materials, household electrical appliances, cars, paper and cellulose products, footwear and leather goods, textile products etc.

Note: (i) India is in Uzbekistan‘s list of 45 Most Favoured Nations (MFNs). Uzbekistan offers duty concessions to select CIS countries on the basis of bilateral agreements and it restricts imports of certain goods by imposing high tariffs to protect and foster local manufacturing. Uzbekistan is not a member of WTO. It is in the process of its accession to WTO.

(ii)   In general, existing barriers to trade are cumbersome procedure for registration and certification, high duty on some imports, extra processing charges and VAT, custom clearance fee etc. However, the new tax code being implemented is expected to streamline and simplify the procedures and reduce the tax burden.

(iii) Local Indian manufactures of pharmaceuticals, for a long time, were raising issues of requirements for registration of each imported ingredient molecule vendor/supplier wise causing undue delays and exorbitant costs. The same was regularly taken up with the Uzbek authorities during the past nearly two years. The issue has been resolved with approval of enabling revised provisions in the existing policy.

	Uzbekistan has trade relations with 150 countries of the world. The largest volume of foreign trade was recorded with China (16.6%), the Russian Federation (14.2%), Kazakhstan (7.5%), Turkey (5.9%) the Republic of Korea (4.8%), Kyrgyzstan (1.7%), Germany(2.9%) and Germany  (2.0%)
	Among the 20 major trade partner countries, there is an active foreign trade balance with 3 countries, in particular with such countries as Afghanistan (USD 167.1million), Kyrgyzstan (USD139.8 million), Tajikistan (USD65.2 million). A passive balance of foreign trade turnover is maintained with remaining 17 countries.

	Trade in Goods 
	During January to March, 2022, the total number of exporting entities amounted to 3658 Units. Total value of exports(without Gold) was USD 2801.8 million (an increase of 15.8%, compared to the same period in 2021).


	Under exports, 90.2% are goods, which mainly fall on industrial goods (19.0%), food products and live animals (4.9%), various finished products  (4.3%).

	During January to March, 2022 Uzbekistan’s main partners in the export of goods and services were Russia (8.4%), China (9.1%),  Turkey (6.6%), Kazakhstan (4.0%), Afghanistan (3.0%), Kyrgyzstan (3.2%), and Tajikistan (1.8%) and other countries (64%). 
	Due to increase in exports to other countries, the share of exports of CIS countries,  decreased and their share in its total volume amounted to 19.7% (in January, 2022 it was 27.7%)

	The volume of exports of services during January to March,2022 amounted to USD567.7 million, or 9.8% of the total trade exports with increase of 20.9% as compared to the same period in 2021.
	Export of services was mainly from areas of transport services (66.1%), travel (tourism) (17.1%), telecom, computer and information services (7.0%) and other business services (6.0%).

	During January to March, 2022, the volume of exports of fruits and vegetables was 258.6 thousand tons and, in value terms, reached USD 168.8 million, the growth by 26.4% as compared to same period of 2021. 
	The fruit and vegetable sector is an important segment in ensuring the food security in Uzbekistan. 

The main export markets for fruit and vegetable are Russia, Kazakhstan, China and Pakistan.

	During January-March 2022, the export of textile products was carried out in the amount of 764.9 million US dollars, which amounted to 13.2% of the total export volume and, compared to January-March 2021, it increased by 20.0%.
	In the structure of exports of textile products, the main share is occupied by cotton yarn (55.0%), as well as finished knitwear and garments (22.8%). In January
March 2022, more than 426 types of textile products were exported to 58 countries of the world.

	During January to March, 2022, total volume of imports amounted to USD 7383.10 million (an increase in growth rates, compared to same period of 2021, amounted to 144.6%).

	During January to March, 2022, the volume of imports of goods increased by USD 2108.10 million and amounted to USD6853.40 million, and imports of services reached USD 529.70. 
	During Jan-March 2022, in the structure of imports, the volume of industrial goods reached 1360.4 million US dollars and increased by 51.1% compared to the same period in 2021; in general, the share in total imports amounted to 18.4 %. Most imports of manufactured goods fall on iron and steel (592.3 million US dollars), metal products (193.3 million US dollars), textile yarn, fabrics, finished products (134.3 million US dollars), cork products and wood (101.8 million US dollars), etc

	During January-March 2022, goods and services were imported to the Republic of Uzbekistan from 144 countries. One third of imports come from such large partner countries as China(22.5%), the Russian Federation(18.7), Kazakhstan(10.3%), the Republic of Korea(8.4%), Turkey(5.4%), Germany(4.8%),  Turkmenistan(2.1%).
	The share of imports from the CIS countries, compared to the same period in 2021, decreased by 3.0% and their share in foreign trade turnover, in January-March 2022, amounted to 37.1%.

	In last 4 years, Government of Uzbekistan took important measures to improve legislation and investment climate. 21 special economic zones, 143 small industrial zones were created in 13 regions. 368 projects were implemented for US$2.091 billion including US$726.8 million as FDI.

1. Meeting with representatives of the Indian company Synergy Consulting:  Within the framework of the International Tashkent Investment Forum, a bilateral meeting was held between Deputy Khokim of Tashkent, Head of Investment and Foreign Trade Department Sharof Rakhmonov and representatives of Synergy Consulting (India). The parties discussed the prospects for further development of cooperation in various areas of activity and the implementation of joint projects in the field of education, medicine, innovation and investment.

2. ADB sees new prospects for deepening partnership with Uzbekistan: On the sidelines of the Tashkent International Investment Forum, Deputy Prime Minister - Minister of Investment and Foreign Trade of the Republic of Uzbekistan Sardor Umurzakov met with the President of the Asian Development Bank (ADB) Masatsugu Asakawa. During the dialogue, the parties discussed the agenda of bilateral cooperation, the implementation of joint projects, measures to accelerate them, as well as new areas for expanding cooperation.

3. International Investment Forum kicks off in Tashkent: The First Tashkent International Investment Forum has kicked off in the capital.
