(i) No such specific SPS/TBT to Indian exports issues has come to the notice of the Mission warranting suggestions for reciprocity. Presently, India and Uzbekistan are conducting a Joint Feasibility Study to evaluate prospects of a Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA) and, in this regard, are studying comprehensive information including each other’s Sanitary and Phyto-Sanitary (SPS) measures and Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT), etc.

(ii)  In public procurement, priority will be given to domestic products. In the case when more than two representatives of Uzbekistan participate in the tender, only their products will participate in the tender. In addition, a 15% price preference will be provided to domestic goods.
(iii) In order to fulfil the presidential decree ‘on measures to support local producers’, the Government of Uzbekistan has proposed to temporarily ban on admitting over 300 foreign goods in public procurement. These goods are food products, furniture, building materials, household electrical appliances, cars, paper and cellulose products, footwear and leather goods, textile products etc.

Note: (i) India is in Uzbekistan‘s list of 45 Most Favoured Nations (MFNs). Uzbekistan offers duty concessions to select CIS countries on the basis of bilateral agreements and it restricts imports of certain goods by imposing high tariffs to protect and foster local manufacturing. Uzbekistan is not a member of WTO. It is in the process of its accession to WTO.

(ii)   In general, existing barriers to trade are cumbersome procedure for registration and certification, high duty on some imports, extra processing charges and VAT, custom clearance fee etc. However, the new tax code being implemented is expected to streamline and simplify the procedures and reduce the tax burden.

(iii) Local Indian manufactures of pharmaceuticals, for a long time, were raising issues of requirements for registration of each imported ingredient molecule vendor/supplier wise causing undue delays and exorbitant costs. The same was regularly taken up with the Uzbek authorities during the past nearly two years. The issue has been resolved with approval of enabling revised provisions in the existing policy.

	Trade in Goods 
	During January-April, 2023, Uzbekistan has trade relations with 176 countries of the world and the foreign trade turnover reached 19577.7 million dollars. Of the total FTT volume, exports amounted to 7660.8 million US dollars (against January-April 2022, there was a increase of 6.2%), and imports – 11916.2 million US dollars (an increase of 18.6%). As a result, the balance of foreign trade turnover was negative in the amount of 4255.4 million US dollars.
	The largest volume of foreign trade turnover was recorded with China (17.0%), Russia (15.1%), Kazakhstan (7.7%), Turkey (5.4%), the Republic of Korea (4.1%), Germany (4.0%) and Kyrgyzstan (1.7%). Among the 20 largest partner countries in foreign economic activity, three of them have a positive foreign trade balance. These are, in particular, Afghanistan (255.1 million $), Kyrgyzstan (146.1 million $) and Tajikistan (137.3 million $). With the remaining 17 countries, a negative foreign trade balance remains.

	Trade in Goods 
	During January-April, 2023 the number of exporters reached 4 573, and the volume of exports of goods and services amounted to 4 599.9 million US dollars (in addition to non-monetary gold) and, compared to the same period in 2022, increased by 9.7%.
	In the structure of exports, goods occupy 82.4%, of which industrial goods  17.0%, food products and live animals 6.2%, various finished products  4.9%.

	Trade in Goods 
	During January-April 2023 Uzbekistan’s main partners in the export of goods and services were Russia (10.3%), China (7.7%), Turkey (5.9%),  Kazakhstan (5.6%), Kyrgyzstan (3.3%), Afghanistan (3.4%) Kyrgyzstan (3.1%), Tajikistan (2.3%) and other countries (61.3%). 
	In the structure of exports of the republic, a significant share was noted in the city of Tashkent, which is 20.0%, or 1 528.5 million US dollars, and the smallest share was recorded at 0.8%, or 59.8 million US dollars in Surkhandarya region.

	Trade in services
	The volume of exports of services in January-April 2023 amounted to 1 346.1 million US dollars, or 17.6% of the total volume of trade exports and increased by 44.5% compared to the same period in 2022.
	As part of the export of services, the lion's share is occupied by travel (tourism) (46.2%), transport services (39.3%), telecommunications, computer and information services (6.6%), other business services (4.1%). At the same time, for other services (3.8%), the largest share, respectively, falls on insurance and pension services (1.5%), financial services (1.2%), maintenance and repair services (0.4%) and etc.

	Trade in Goods   
	During January-April 2023, The volume of exports of fruits and vegetables in the period under review amounted to 256.1 million US dollars (the growth rate, compared to the same period in 2022, amounted to 6.5%, respectively). In the total volume, exports amounted to 3.3%.
	 The main export markets for fruits and vegetables were Russia (27.4%), Pakistan (20.6%), China (16.3%) and Kazakhstan (13.9%).

	Trade in goods
	During January-April 2023, the export of textile products was carried out in the amount of 997.8 million US dollars, which accounted for 13.0% of its total volume and, compared with January-April 2022, it decreased by 7.6%.
	In the structure of exports of textile products, the main share is occupied by yarn (42.5%), as well as finished textile products (39.5%). Thus, in January
April 2023, 502 types of textile products were exported to 50 countries of the world.

	Trade in Goods 
	During January to April, 2023, imports amounted to 11916.2 million US dollars (an increase in growth rates, compared to January-April 2022, amounted to 18.6%).
	The main share in its structure is occupied by machinery and transport equipment (39.7%), industrial goods (15.3%), as well as chemicals and similar products (13.3%).

	Trade in Goods and services 
	During January-April 2023, the volume of imports of goods increased by 1 869.5 million US dollars and amounted to 11 255.6 million US dollars, and imports of services reached 660.6 million US dollars.
	The volume of imports of services in January-April 2023 amounted to 660.6 million US dollars, or 5.5% of its total volume, and decreased by 0.4% compared to the same period in 2022. As part of the import of services, the main share is occupied by travel (tourism-50.1%), transport services (22.1%), telecommunications, computer and information services (8.7%), fees for the use of intellectual property (5.4%).

	Trade in Goods/ Services/investments
	During January-April, 2023, goods and services were imported to Uzbekistan from 163 countries. More than 2/3 of imports come from such large partner countries as PRC(22.9%),  Russia(18.1%), Kazakhstan(9.1%), Korea (6.6%), Germany(6.4%), Turkey(5.0%), Turkmenistan (2.2%)  and other countries (29.7%).
	During January-April 2023, the volume of machinery and transport equipment in the structure of imports reached 4 732.7 million US dollars and increased by 33.3% compared to the same period in 2022, in general, the share in total imports amounted to 39.7%.

	Total volume of utilized foreign investment was US$ 4.10 billion, including FDI of US$ 3.26 billion and foreign loans under a state guarantee of US$ 0.86 billion.


	In last 6 years, Government of Uzbekistan took important measures to improve legislation and investment climate. 21 special economic zones, 143 small industrial zones were created in 13 regions. 368 projects were implemented for US$2.091 billion including US$726.8 million as FDI.

1. India-Uzbekistan first bilateral health forum: Uzbekistan's capital Tashkent, on April 13, hosted the first Uzbek-Indian health forum. The event aims to strengthen collaboration in the healthcare system, establish partnerships with new companies and attract foreign investments in the field. Reportedly, a delegation of over 100 people from India arrived in the Central Asian Republic, comprising the representatives of clinics, universities, and pharmaceutical companies. Union Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare, Dr. Bharati Pravin Pawar, and officials of the Ministry of Ayush ('Folk Medicine') participate in the forum virtually.
2. 2nd Tashkent International Investment Forum: On April 27-28, the second Tashkent International Investment Forum was held in the Congress Hall Tashkent City in the capital, bringing together more than 2.5 thousand participants from the USA, EU, UK, CIS, Turkey, China, Southeast Asia, India, Egypt, Middle East countries, within which more than 30 discussion meetings of experts, including panel sessions, are planned, round tables and B2B negotiations. During the event, 164 investment agreements and contracts were signed. The total amount of the agreements amounted to $11 billion. For comparison, 105 documents worth $7.8 billion were signed at the investment forum in 2022.
3. International Industrial Exhibition “INNOPROM. Central Asia" held in Tashkent: On 24 April, the International Industrial Exhibition “INNOPROM. Central Asia" started its work in Tashkent, Uzbekistan. The event was first organized in Tashkent in 2021 and in two years has established itself as an effective platform for the development of interregional interaction and industrial cooperation. Over the years, more than 30 major business events and over 500 meetings between entrepreneurs have been held on the sidelines of the large-scale exposition, as a result of which more than 600 agreements worth over US$7 billion have been reached.
