Canada's Natural Resources Minister said recently, "India is the fourth-largest consumer market in the world. For us to ignore that would make no sense and we're not and we see enormous potential.” The federal government announced it is investing an additional $600,000 to spur efforts to boost lumber exports to a market with about 1.2 billion people. Ottawa has already provided $1.6 million to Forest Innovation Investment India (FII India), Canada's forest products market development office, which is also supported by the B.C. government. Mr. Oliver said more effort is required to sell the Canadian lumber brand and overcome the lack of a tradition in using wood for construction and myths about lumber being unable to withstand India's intense heat and humidity. Mr. Oliver also said efforts to build Indian lumber imports must be realistic by initially focusing on specialty products like door and window frames and furniture, instead of building construction. Source: CTV News
After oil & gas and power, Canada is strongly pitching for its forestry sector saying India is a strong potential growth market for Canadian forest products.  "As India grows, its demand for wood products is expected to soar. As a world leader in high quality forest products, Canada is well positioned again to meet much of that demand," Canadian minister of natural resources Joe Oliver, said recently. India has been one of the key markets for Canada in the field of oil and gas and nuclear energy, he said.  Canada sees a huge potential in the area of forestry as demand for doors, windows and moldings, packaging, furniture and pulp and paper in India is increasing, he said. "Last year, we provided financial support to British Columbia to open a wood market development office in Mumbai. That is showcasing Canadian wood products in office furniture and door and window applications and opening new possibilities for both countries," Oliver said. Companies like Aditya Birla Group are investing directly in Canada's forest sector, with ownership of two dissolving pulp and mills and investments of $250 million, he said.

India and Canada are in a dialogue for signing a bilateral trade agreement which aims to give a push to trade between the two countries. "I think the potential (for growth in trade) is huge. It stands at about USD five billion in trade. Our goal is to try and raise it to USD 15 billion over the next few years by signing a trade agreement," Joe Daniel, Member of Parliament, Canada, said after addressing a meeting on Indo-Canadian investment organised by the CII recently. The agreement, proposed to be comprehensive, envisages abolition of duties or taxes on products and services paving way for bilateral trade to grow, he said.  The trade pact is being negotiated for about three years now and certain areas of trade have impeded its signing, Mr. Daniel said. He also said he cannot put a time-frame on when the agreement can be firmed up as it is being negotiated between the two governments. "My personal opinion is you should sign something on things you have agreed on. Things that are sticky, they can carry on negotiating till they come to some agreement," he said. The agreement, upon its signing, would also facilitate Canadian investment into India. Source: Press Trust of India

In the meeting with Minister Sharma, and Minister Khurshid (held separately) the ICCC President and the delegates discussed the Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement (CEPA). Oommen Chandy, Chief Minister of Kerela.  ICCC in collaboration with the Indo-Canadian Business Chamber (ICBC) and the PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry (PHDCCI) organized a bilateral conference on collaboration in infrastructure, cold chains, agriculture and agri-foods at the PHD House in Delhi on January 7th. The delegation met Hon. Bhupinder Singh Hooda, the Chief Minister of Haryana on January 11th to discuss collaboration possibilities between Canada-based small entrepreneurs and the state of Haryana. During the meeting, the ICCC President informed the Haryana Chief Minister that during the last 3 years, the ICCC had brought 300 Canadian businesses to India during the 3 successive India Missions that ICCC had organized since 2012. AIG Global Real Estate has agreed to sell its Indian asset-management business to Brookfield Asset Management as the New York-based private equity fund of American International Group is closing its operations in the country. The assets that AIG Global Real Estate India Advisors manage in India will be transferred to Brookfield Asset Management, a Canada-based fund manager. The transaction will be completed by the end of this month. Acquiring this business will help Brookfield Asset Management build its real-estate platform in India. "AIG's real estate platform is a stepping stone for Brookfield. Globally, Brookfield has a huge offshore fund and is looking to allocate money independently from it into Indian real estate. Between 2007 and 2009, the AIG fund invested $200 million across five projects from its $300 million India fund. It has exited from three projects of RMZ till date-a mixed-use project in Bangalore and a commercial property in Kolkata as well as a 75-acre plot in Kochi. The fund remains invested in Hyderabad and Chennai projects. Globally, the fund manages $13.6 billion of real estate for clients and AIG companies. Brookfield currently has floated an Rs 1,000-crore real-estate fund with Mumbai's Peninsula Land to invest in projects across top cities. It has a presence across construction, investment brokerage and global relocation services. Globally, the alternative asset manager manages more than $175 billion in assets. Source: Economic Times
